Beautification Committee and Garbage Guzzlers

An advertisement for members of a Beautification Committee went into the June
Newsletter, as well as a notice for the Garbage Guzzlers. There has not been a lot of
feedback on either of the programs to date. However advertisements will be posted
in the Northeast Avalon Times, the local cable channel, Beachy Cove Elementary, and
all local groups will be contacted. With additional advertisements we hope that more
people will want to get involved in projects to help beautify our community.

Recreation Management Professional Certificate Program

The Recreation Management Professional Certificate Program is a 12 module program
offered by the College of the North Atlantic. This program will offer these modules
over the next few years at a cost of $200-$400; depending on if it is a one day or two
day session. Information about the program is attached. The Committee recommends
that the Recreation Director complete the Recreation Management Professional
Certificate Program with the College of the North Atlantic. Referred to Admin and
Finance Committee.

Rainbow Gully Fence

Portion of the fencing in Rainbow Gully Park along the main road needs to be repaired.
Quotes were obtained to have the work completed. The following were the results of
the quotes.

Crown Land Application Update

The Parks, Recreation, and Community Services Department and the Planning and
Development Department are working together to prepare the report for the crown
land application. This report will be ready for submission to the Crown Lands,
Department of Environment and Conservation no later than September 1.

Playground Update

The new equipment for Voisey’s Brook Park and Rainbow Gully Park has been ordered.
This equipment will arrive within the next 4-6 weeks and will be installed upon
delivery. The Voisey’s Brook Park site is prepped and the big play structure will be
installed by no later than June 11",

Tract Consulting Update

In March 2007, the Recreation Master Plan was completed. Included in the Master
Plan was a concept plan for Voisey’s Brook Park and Rainbow Gully Park. Both plans
were reviewed by staff and the former Parks, Recreation, and Community Services
Committee and recommendations were made to Tract. However the current council
has not had the opportunity to review the plans and make any recommendations for
changes, if there are any. The Recreation Director will make arrangements with
council members and Tract to meet and review the original plans.
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7. Summer Program Special Needs Worker
It was brought to the attention of the committee that the Town does not have an
inclusion program within our summer programs. After reviewing the budget for the
summer students it was decided that the Town hire a student that will assist any
registered participant in our program with special needs. This will be a starting point
for the Town to make the programs more accessible to those with special needs. Next
summer extra measures can be taken to make our programs fully accessible.

8. Canada Day Grant
The Town of Portugal Cove — St. Philip’s received $1000 of funding for the Canada Day
Celebrations under the Canadian Heritage Grant for 2010. This funding will go toward
the activities planned for Canada Day, including the rising of the flag, kids’ activities,
the Laughing Policeman, fireworks, and refreshment. A full schedule of activities will
be out to the public by the middle of June.

9. Edu-Recreation Centre Land
The Recreation Director has received confirmation of a letter that we sent to the
property of interest for the Edu-Rec Centre. While there are no immediate plans to
sell the properties they are open for discussion. The Recreation Director will set up a
meeting with them, the Mayor and the chair of the Edu-Rec Centre Committee.

Public Works Committee — June 3, 2010

1. Correspondence from residents of Beachy Cove Road

Letter received from residents requesting a ‘Public Right of Way - Do Not Block’ sign
installed at the foot of the Public Right of Way. Committee recommends that the Town
does not get involved in placing signs on Public Right of Ways, however, suggested that
the residents purchase a sign and install it there at their own cost.

Note: Mr. Burry informed one of the persons signing of the Town’s decision.
2. Request for purchase of Asphalt Cutter

Committee reviewed the quotes and referred this item with their recommendation to
the Admin Finance Committee for funding approval.

Economic Development and Tourism — June 2, 2010

1. Community Business Beautification Award:

Committee discussed the potential of awarding an annual Business Beautification Award
to a recipient within the Town who runs a local business and maintains and beautifies
the grounds and area on which the business is operating. Committee will endeavor to
develop criteria upon which this award could be based.

Note: Decision will be made in August and presented in the Fall.
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2. Technical/ Business Park at PCSP Municipal Complex:

A discussion took place about the potential of a technical/ business park beside the
Town Office where the town owns a considerable amount of land. The Town of Bishop
Falls recently implemented the same and has experienced a great amount of success
with it. Committee will, once again, invite Christine Snow, of the Regional Economic
Development Board to discuss the potential of this endeavor, and determine if, and
how, to move forward. Staff will also, in the meantime contact the Planning
Department, as well as the registry of Deeds, to find how much land the town actually
owns in the area, as well as the zoning etc.

3. Tourism Brochure:

A final draft of the Town’s tourism brochure will be available in the next week or two.
Staff is currently seeking quotes on the printing of the brochure.

Committee also discussed the distribution of these brochures as well as other
promotional information, at the Bell Island Ferry Terminal. Staff to investigate.

4. Interpretive Site Tour:

Committee discussed the possibility of an interpretive site tour in the town. In light of
the Town’s abundant history and folklore, committee feels it could be a worthwhile
endeavor. These discussions are preliminary and will need to be further investigated
and researched.

Public Relations and Communications — June 2, 2010

Heritage Committee Update:

Committee is glad to see that the heritage committee has met and agrees that summer
time, with everyone taking holidays will prevent the group from having a quorum. The
September re-start is a good move. A location for office space was discussed and staff
will do some research as to a good location. Also, staff will follow-up on the Heritage
Canada Foundation to investigate membership options.

Letters to Homeowners:

Since a clean and tidy town, with tidy properties is vital to the visually pleasing physical
environment of Portugal Cove — St. Philip’s, Committee discussed drafting a letter to
residents advising that they are to keep their properties tidy and free of debris, junk,
garbage, etc. Staff will investigate an appropriate approach to this issue.

Public Relations Events:

Committee discussed the importance of Council’s role during local community events.
For example, it is important that Council have a presence at the upcoming Music Fest
taking place in July at Voisey’s Brook, as well as the town’s two annual regattas etc. This
could be in the form of presenting prizes and giveaways, bringing greetings on behalf of
the Town etc. Committee is inviting suggestions from Council as to what ways the Town
can better participate in such events.
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4. Public Relations Materials Update:

i. Triware/ Website Update:
Committee will be switching to Triware for the provision of web hosting services, since
Triware can offer four times the server space for half the price. This came to light when
an additional upgrade was required that was going to significantly increase our monthly
fee with Aliant, where Triware can offer us greater service for almost half the price. This
also means that, for uniformity sake, all computer technical work for the Town, such as
web hosting, networking etc., will now be provided by Triware. The website will be up
and running by the middle of the June 7™, 2010 week.

ii. The press kit cover:
Press is still in the draft stage with Quick Print. A decision will be made on the final
design in the next week or two.

iii. The community services fridge magnet
Magnet is ordered and the Town should be in receipt of it within the next week or two.

Heritage Ad-Hoc Committee — May 26, 2010

1. Committee Members Unavailable Over Summer:
It was discussed that given many of the committee members are either on holidays or
going on holidays throughout the summer that it would be best to defer the meetings
until September. A letter has been sent out to all members explaining the new start
date.

2. Heritage Services Canada Foundation Membership:
It was discussed that it would be very valuable for the Heritage Committee to become a
member of this foundation as it will provide access to information and conferences.
There is a conference at the end of September and staff will obtain information on that.

3. Budget:
Committee wondered about the availability of a budget. It was determined that they
would develop requests for funding as needed and present it with a rationale to council
for any events or activities they wish to pursue. They could present a budget request to
council in the fall if needed. They will also try to access funding through a JCP wage
subsidy to hire someone at no cost to the town to do some research and proposal
writing.

4. Space for Set-up:
The committee wondered if there was any space available for them to have a staff
person set up if they did apply for the JCP wage subsidy. This office space could also
serve as a storage location for collected items.
